When:  2 times per school year (Fall & Spring)

What:  Computer based assessment

TALKING POINTS…

· Scores portray what students are “ready to learn”

· Student RIT score depicts level of questions students miss 50% of the time

· The MAP test is not about mastery or a predictor of grades

· The goal of the assessment is to provide scores and resources to educators to help improve student achievement

How will the results be used?

1. Visual picture of general performance of specific classes.

2. Identify academic strengths and areas of concern for individual students.

3. Set classroom goals.

4. Obtain specific program information.

5. Create flexible groups for specific skill instruction.

6. Identify student groupings for differentiating instruction.

7. Share information with other grade level teachers.

8. Aid in instructional planning.

9. Select the appropriate materials for instruction.

10. Compare class growth with a visual snapshot from fall to spring.

M.A.P.-Measure of Academic Progress

Formative assessment-assessment at regular intervals of a student’s progress with accompanying feedback in order to help improve the student’s performance

RIT- (Rasch Unit) scale used to measure student achievement and growth 

Lexile-a unit for measuring text difficulty that is linked to the Reading RIT score

District Average-the average RIT score for all students in the school district in the same grade who were tested at the same time as this student

Percentile Rank-normative statistic that indicates how well a student performed in comparisons to the students in the norm group
